As the information is of wider interest to the public, the decision has been made to make the
information accessible simultaneously to the general public rather than a piecemeal disclosure to a small number
of individuals under the FOIA. Therefore it is in the wider interest that information is accessible to the public by
adhering to the publication schedule and, as such, is withheld from disclosure at this current time.
